Craniofacial Acceptance Month (September)
Beyond the Face Is A Heart

Thank you for participating in Children’s Craniofacial Association’s National Craniofacial Acceptance month. Our theme for the month, “Beyond the Face is a Heart,” demonstrates that beyond a person’s exterior is the “heart” or the “real person” within. 

Our goal for Craniofacial Acceptance Month is to spread awareness and acceptance of children and adults with facial differences by “getting the word out” in communities across the United States.

The effort will have two components. First we will spread awareness by placing ads and/or stories in newspapers, through asking television and radio stations to run public service announcements, and by hanging posters in the schools. Secondly, we will be “widening the circle of acceptance” by raising funds through jewelry sales.
You can be a part of this effort by getting the word out to your local media. We have included information for television and radio stations, newspapers and schools. We want TV and radio stations to run a public service announcement and we would like the newspaper to run a story about your family and Craniofacial Acceptance Month. However, if they are not able to run a story, we would hope they will donate space to run a print ad (enclosed).

Spread awareness and acceptance:

First write a couple paragraphs about your child’s condition and experiences and attach it to the press release. Then,

1. Contact your local newspaper(s) (script below)

Hello,

My name is (your name). My child has a craniofacial condition called (condition name). It causes his/her face to appear (description). Our family belongs to a national nonprofit organization called Children’s Craniofacial Association. CCA is a 501(c)(3) nonprofit charity that provides services to help our family. CCA has designated September Craniofacial Acceptance Month. I would like to bring/send you some information about Craniofacial Acceptance Month and see if you would consider printing a story or placing an ad for us.

Send or take the press release with your “story” attached, the sample of the print ad, the 501(c)(3) IRS designation letter and CCA’s brochure. If the enclosed ad isn’t a size they can use get an email address and CCA will provide an electronic version of the correct size. 

2. Call local radio and/or TV stations. Using the script above ask if they would consider running a public service announcement for Craniofacial Acceptance Month. If they agree, send them the paper clipped enclosures removing the print ad.

3. Contact your local schools and ask the principal or guidance counselor if you could hang a poster in the school.
